Camper Packing Guidelines
BE SURE TO MARK ALL POSSESSIONS WITH CAMPER NAME!

We suggest your camper packs as many old clothes and linens as possible since they and
camp is hard on these things AND some things may get lost. Keep in mind the cool
Colorado climate; warm, sunny days and chilly (sometimes 40 degree) nights! Also keep
in mind that laundry is done ONCE A WEEK so pack enough extra for your child while
laundry is out (2-3 days).

EI Long pants for horseback riding and other evening activities (at least 6 pair)
DShorts

DTee shirts or tops

EI Sweaters or sweatshirts

DSWim Suit

|:|Warm jacket/coat

|:| Raincoat or poncho

EI Dress clothes for dances (50°s dance costume optional)

D Necessary toiletries

EI Hair dryer

|:| Stationary & stamps

EICanteen

D Water bottle

D Personal sports equipment such as tennis racquet, lacrosse stick
